Maths
Within the Spring term, our maths focus will consist
of the following:

. Exploring numbers | to 10 - This unit focuses
on children’s ability to recognise, represent and
manipulate numbers to 10.

. Comparing numbers to 10 - This unit focuses
on practising the skill of comparing groups of
obJects up to 1O, using the keg mathematical
vocabu.larg of more, fewer, more than and less
than.

. Addition to 10 - This unit brings together the
key skills of one more and one less and the
introduction to the part-whole model to ensure
confident mastery of the skill of combining two
groups to find a whole up to 10.

3 Measure (length, height and weight) - This unit
Focuses on developing children’s understanding
of the different elements that can be
measured. Children will learn the difference
between measuring weLght and measuring size
through investigation. They will apply their skills
of counting to measure ob jects using
non-standard units.

. Number bonds to 10 - This unit explores the
vital building block for understanding number
bonds to 10. These are represented in a ten

g

frame and in part-whole models and

counters.

Literacy

interests as the term progresses. Each week, we have a
Focus book, which will be chosen alongside the
children’s interests or linked to a particular topic or
event. We will be applying the skills taught in our
phonic sessions to develop our writing of CVC words
and, short sentences. We will also be having daily
handwriting sessions to ensure the correct formation
of letters.
