Forest school enables your child to explore nature, build
their resilience, confidence and social skills, actively explore
and learn about natural habitats and take appropriate
risk. Forest school provides opportunities Jor your child to
learn to think crLthallg, assess risk Lndependen’tlg and the
importance of looklng after themselves, their friends and
the environment. Your child will explore a. variety of open
ended activities such as tree dLmbLng, den bu.le'mg, rope
plag, the fa'w‘g 9arden, the mud kitchen and nature
crafts.

Phonics and Literacy

Our school fosters the Read Write Inc (RWI) phonics
scheme. Within the Autumn term, we teach the RWI
Set | sounds, where your child will associate a sound
to a letter. We also encourage your child to write
whether that is forming letters or mark making.
The RWI Set | sounds are taught in the following

In addition, your child will take part in fun and
engaging activities to help build their fine motor
skills, which helps to develop the hand musdes that
are used to hold a pencil correctly.

Maths

In ReceptLon, ouraim is to ensure that your child has a

holistic and. secure understanding of number and the

different counting principles. Within the Autumn

term, our maths focus will consist of the foLLow'mg

strands:

An in-depth understanding of numbers O to 5.
During this time, your child will see, represent,
use and understand the concept of each
individual number. This creates an important
Foundation of number sense, which is then built

upon throughout the year.

Sorting items into groups. This allows your child
to see similarities and differences with ob jects
and numbers to then build to compare numbers

and quantities.

Comparing groups within 5. This enables your
child to learn to subitise (see the total of ob jects
without countmg) mpLd[g, which will deepm
their understanding and highlight connections,
enabling your child to foster a strong sense of

number-.

One more and one less. Within this strand, your
child will be more fluent in the sequence of

numbers and exp[ore quaniities.

Time. This allows your child to have a good
understanding of their day and use
mathematical language such as before” and
‘after’.
